Introduction

In 1954, Eugenios Eugenides founded through his will the Eugenides
Foundation, the only purpose of which would be “to contribute to the educa-
tion of young Greeks in the fields of science and technology”.

In February 1956, the Eugenides Foundation was established by Royal
Decree; Eugenides’s sister, Marianthi Simou, was entrusted with the admi-
nistration and management of the Foundation.

The fulfillment of the Foundation’s objectives, as it had been scheduled
by Marianthi Simou and her associates (Al Pappas, NTUA Professor, Geor-
gios Kakridis, NTUA Professor and Chrysos Kavounidis, NTUA Electrical-
Mechanical Engineer, Technical Director of Hellenic Telecommunications
Organization (OTE), included the following:

— Granting of scholarships to Technical School and NTUA students.

— Writing and publishing of textbooks for the students of Technical, Vo-

cational and Maritime Institutions.

— Constructing a Technical and Vocational Education Centre to include:

o A Technical and Scientific Library.

o Scientific Experiment and Technical Exhibition Halls, as aids for
teaching the Laws of Physics to students and their comprehension by
the public.

o A planetarium.

« An amphitheatre and lecture rooms for scientific conferences and
lectures.

At the same time, it was decided to extend the Foundation’s activities to
whatever would prove to be necessary for the fulfilment of its objectives.

All the aforementioned objectives were achieved with great success during
Marianthi Simou’s administration of the Foundation until 1981. This success
of the Eugenides Foundation, and consequently of Eugenios Eugenides and
Marianthi Simou, was recognised in 1965 by the Academy of Athens, when
the Foundation was awarded its Gold Medal.

Writing and publishing
of textbooks

The Foundation’s first activity, immediately after its founding in 1954,
apart from the granting of scholarships to students, was the writing and
publishing of suitable textbooks for students of Technical Schools, which
were then run by the Ministry of Industry. The students of evening and
day Technical Schools did not have access to approved textbooks, whereas
those available in the free market did not meet their needs' in addition,
they could not afford the retail price.

Publications Committee: Ministry of Education, Ministry of Mercan-
tile Marine, Ministry of Transport.

In 1956, following a decision by the Ministry of Industry, which was
then running Technical Education, the Publications Committee of the Eu-
genides Foundation was set up, with two representatives from the Founda-
tion and two from the Vocational Education Council.

The purpose of that first Committee was the compilation of technical
curricula and the search for capable authors to write the textbooks. The
whole process of publishing the books, checking the content, proofreading
the texts in collaboration with the authors, and so on, was also the respon-
sibility of that same Committee.

The first book the Committee decided to publish was “Mathematics for
the Skilled Workman”. The work was assigned to Nikolaos Kritikos, Profes-
sor of Mathematics at the National Technical University of Athens, who,
instead of writing an entirely new book, decided to translate into Greek
a two-volume French textbook by R. Cluzel, used in technical schools in
France and suitable for the Greek curriculum.

In November 1957, during an official ceremony at the Centre for Pro-
ductivity, this first book was presented to the Minister of Industry, Pan.
Papaligouras, who emphasized the importance of the Foundations pub-
lishing work and urged the state to expand and strengthen its cooperation
with the Foundation.

“Mathematics for the Skilled Workman” became a classic textbook, used
by students until the Lower Technical Schools were abolished in 1980!

From 1958 to 1963, 19 books of the Skilled Workman’s Library series
and 2 books of the Technician’s Library series were published.

After Technical and Vocational Education came under the authority of
the Ministry of Education in 1959, the Greek Parliament, taking into ac-
count the Foundation’s successful publication activity to date, included the
following directive in article 1 of Law No. 4320 (Official Government Ga-
zette 96/18 June 1963):

«The writing and publishing of instructional and supplementary
books in vocational and technical schools shall be carried out by the
Athens-based Eugenides Foundation at its own expense, as per the de-
cision of the Minister of Education and Religious Affairs on the recom-
mendation of the Supreme Council for Educational Curricula (ASEP). /
The price of the said books shall be determined by the Foundation.» 795k

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The Publications Committee was then reconstituted and the Director of
Vocational and Technical Education of the Ministry of Education would
serve as a member.

The Publications Committee for Merchant Marine technical books, whose
work would be the determination of the books to be published, as long as
their content, was constituted in 1958. This Committee started working in
1966, when the Eugenides Foundation was entrusted with the publishing of
educational books for the Merchant Marine State Institutions, following the
No. 61228/5031/9.8.1966 decision of the Minister of Mercantile Marine.

The Foundation gladly also accepted the proposition made by the Min-
istry of Infrastructure, Transport and Networks to take on the redaction or
writing and publishing of manuals and questionnaires, the content of which
applies to prospective drivers and transporters.

Thus, following ministerial decisions 0f9.3.1998,17.8.2007,20.9.2010 and
17.3.2011, the Eugenides Foundation Publications Committee was comple-
mented with 4 representatives of the Ministry of Infrastructure, Transport
and Networks and the Foundation was entrusted with the writing, redaction
and publishing of Drivers’ Theoretical Education Manuals of various spe-
cialties, Road Transport Manuals, Questionnaires and Highway Code texts.

The procedure involved in writing and publishing books.

All Eugenides Foundation educational books are written according to
the standards appropriate to these types of books. The selection of authors
is conducted in an absolutely objective manner and the books’ compilation
is assigned to those who have proved to be capable of undertaking such
a project’ that is, authors must be thoroughly familiar with the particular
academic discipline, as well as have a background experience in teaching
and education, access to relevant bibliography and writing experience. Fur-
thermore, the content of the books is in absolute accordance with the cur-
ricula in effect at any given time regarding the various institutions.

The Foundation’s main concern with regard to its publishing activity
was and still is the writing and publishing of books of quality, not only from
a scientific, educational and linguistic aspect, but also in terms of appea-
rance, so as to ensure that students will be attracted to them.

To ensure the scientific and educational integrity of the books, texts are
subjected to numerous processes, they are reviewed before each new edi-
tion is prepared and supplemented as appropriate.

From the beginning, the Foundation attached particular importance to
the quality of the language in its publications, as even technical books, pro-
vided they are written in a correct and consistent language, appropriate to
the students’ level, may contribute in improving their language skills.

Therefore, following a decision which had already been in force since
1956, all books in the Skilled Workman's Library series, that is the books
written for what were then the Lower Technical Schools, and later the Man-
power Employment Organisation Schools, were written in the demotic lan-
guage, based on the grammar compiled by M. Triantafyllidis, whereas the
books for Technician Schools (the Technicians Library series) were writ-
ten in the katharevousa language. Ever since 1978, the grammar used is
the same as that taught in secondary schools. The linguistic editing of the



books is assigned to the Foundation's philologists, thus ensuring the con-
sistency of syntax and terminology in each category of books.

The quality of the paper, the typography, the correct diagrams, the at-
tractive layout, the cover and the size of the book, are all overseen by the
Foundation and contribute effectively to the “functionality” of the books.

Textbook translations.

From the outset, the Eugenides Foundation took on the translation or
adaptation of internationally recognised textbooks and other books to be
used by students. For instance, as it has already been mentioned, the first
book published by the Foundation, was an adaptation into Greek of the
book written by R. Cluzel, Les Mathématiques en 1re Année d’ apprentissage
(“Mathematics for the 1st Year of Training”), adapted into Greek by the late
NTUA Mathematics Professor Nik. Kritikos.

The first book was followed by the translation of books for the State
Merchant Marine Schools of the Ministry of Mercantile Marine: “Medical
guide for ships”, “Tanker safety guide, Firefighting-Fire prevention and Fire
Safety on board ships”, “Accident prevention on board ship at sea and in
port’, “Oceanography” etc., which were not entirely educational books, but
essential for seafarers.

Moreover, in an effort to establish a basic technical library in Junior High
Schools, where the subject of Technology is taught, and with the purpose
of meeting educational needs, the Ministry of Education and Religious Af-
fairs, following the decision no. C2/5350/7.10.93, entrusted the Founda-
tion with the task of translating and publishing the following three books,
among others, which cover the basic teaching objectives of Technology:

1. Energy, Sources-Applications-Alternative Solutions
2. Technology of Energy and Power Transfer
3. Technology of Communications

At the same time, the books Physics PSSC, Chemistry and Biological Sci-
ence were also translated in Greek.

These 6 books constituted part of the basic technical library in Junior
High Schools, for the subject of Technology.

The books of Physics PSSC were used from 1992 to 1997 for the experi-
mental teaching of this subject in a total of 245 Lyceums.

The book Biological Science was used by Universities.

Until today...

Ever since the publication of the first book in 1957 until today, the Eu-
genides Foundation contributes to the publications at its own expense and
sells the books below their actual cost. The number of books written and
published by the Eugenides Foundation totals 528, while 48.500.000 copies
have been distributed to students for free by the Ministries of Education
and Shipping, thus contributing significantly to the fulfilment of Eugenios
Eugenides’s will for the promotion of Technical, Vocational and Maritime
Education in our country.

All the books published by the Eugenides Foundation have been up-
loaded to the Foundation’s webpage (http://www.eef.edu.gr), where they
can be downloaded for free by whoever is interested in them.

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Apart from writing and publishing books, the Eugenides Foundation
has also contributed to the Merchant Marine Institutions, by donating edu-
cational visual material (Simulator, 1991) and the vessel “Eugenios Eu-
genides”, in 1965, for the students’ training voyages. Furthermore, it com-
pletely restored the Merchant Marine Academy of the Ionian Islands
(2014 -2015) which was hit by earthquake and donated 50 personal com-
puters to the Merchant Marine Academy of Aspropyrgos and 10 more to
the Directorate of Maritime Education (December 2015).

During the 2012-2013 period, following a decision by the Ministry of
Shipping and the Aegean, the Publications Committee of the Eugenides
Foundation was entrusted with the constitution of an experts’ special task
group, who, under the supervision of the Publications Committee, updated
the curricula of the Merchant Marine Academies, the Seafarers Post Training
Centres and the Special Schools for Deck and Engine Officers, thus apply-
ing the new requirements for the training and certification for seafarers ac-
cording to the International Convention STCW °78 (Standards of Training,
Certification and Watchkeeping for seafarers - Manila amendments 2010).

The Publishing Department also integrates in its activities the organisa-
tion of conferences and workshops on Technical, Vocational and Maritime
Education. Hence, in May 2007, it held the Vocational Education Confer-
ence “The development of Technical and Vocational Education in Greece over
the time: Problems and Perspectives” (1), while in March 2013, in collabora-
tion with the Department of Statistics of the Athens University of Econom-
ics and Business, it presented the “Research on the condition of the Merchant
Marine Academies in Greece based on the students’ points of view” (2). Fi-
nally, in March 2014, under the auspices of the Ministry of Shipping and
the Aegean, it held the two-day maritime education conference “Education
in Merchant Marine Institutions and on board ships” (3).

Finally, following the Law No. 4186 (Official Government Gazette
193A/17-9-13), the Publishing Department of the Eugenides Foundation
collaborates with the Institute of Educational Policy on writing particular
educational material for vocational education, either in the form of com-
missioning the writing of books, or compiling curricula and writing books.

In the pages that follow, one can find information on each of the 13
Series (Libraries) in chronological order. Finally, an alphabetical catalogue
of all the books is listed on pages 31 to 63.
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INTELLECTUAL ISSUES

THE SKILLED WORKMAN’S LIBRARY

E. P. PAPANOUTSOS

It is a fallacy to believe that a book for
children, i.e. immature human beings, can
be written by anyone, just because a child
probably hasn’t got so many demands, as it
is still ignorant, unformed and easy-going.
On the contrary, one can ascertain almost
axiomatically that the more our written text
is addressing underage children in order to
teach, advise or entertain them, the more it
is required for the author to be knowledge-
able, experienced and talented. Indeed, it
is because here, in Greece, this principle is
written off lately or forgotten, that our chil-
dren’s book lies at a very low level, either it
is a textbook, or just a free reading. Anyone
gets down to writing children’s books in a
superficial and sloppy manner, that no mat-
ter how firm one might be, they will never
be able to determine the size of its guilt -
provided they are somehow related to school
or have experience from their own family
life. The result is incomplete and useless or
boring books to be published, which do not
offer the child any real and pleasant know-
ledge, or just make it feel untouched and
uninterested. When someone grabs a lot
of those textbooks awarded and published
by the State, and all the so-called “refe-
rence” books (alas! approved by the Educa-
tion Council, yet published by the authors
themselves on their behalf), he will be over-
whelmed by rage and exasperation. At last,
everything may be considered as stray field
in Greece, open to arbitrariness, but what
about the child’s mind and soul? -that’s
preposterous.

The reason I am arguing, is for the
reader to explain the enthusiasm I felt,
when I received a brilliant textbook a few
days ago. Don’t wonder at all when you
hear what kind of book it is, as this kind
emphasizes its qualities even more. I am

talking about the book of Mathematics which
is intended to be used by learner workmen
in vocational technical institutions of the
1st grade, in other words children who have
graduated from the primary school and are
going to become skilled workmen today and
craftsmen tomorrow.

First of all, this book has been written
by a top mathematician in our country, Mr
Nikolaos Kritikos, Professor at the National
Metsovion Polytechnic (National Technical
University of Athens), one out of a few
scientists in his sector, who not only deals
with more general philosophical views, but
also deals with methodological problems in
teaching Mathematics.

Then (this is really important), instead of
writing a book of his own (like most people
are used to doing in our country, feeling
desperate even in their most dangerous
deeds), Mr N. Kritikos decided to take
advantage of other people’s experience, who
have got a long tradition in the techmical
education sector and its publications, by
doing this: he chose an excellent textbook,
“Mathematics for the 1st Year of Training”
written by the French professor at technical
institutions, Mr René Cluzel, and mnot only
did he translate it, he also adapted and
rewrote it in Greek, after inserting a long
introduction as a first part (Reminders from
Arithmetic), in order to prepare students to
find the main part easier.

The third quality: The book is written in
a simple demotic and grammatically correct
language, in accordance with the mational
linguistic feeling, and with great accuracy
and clarity. Anyone who has attempted to
write a children’s book in the demotic lan-
guage, more specifically a book on mathe-
matics, can easily imagine how difficult it
would be for the author of this book, and



will definitely feel emotional when they hear
him say in his introduction that he “worked
with love and disinterest”. Such books are
only the result of love, the great love for the
training child. Because, a Polytechnic profes-
sor would definitely have many more inte-
resting and profitable things to write about,
than a book on intermediate mathematics for
learner workmen. - If you add the excel-
lent printing in good-quality paper, the clear
large types, the vivid, accurate pictures, the
binding (with a flexible “plastic” cover) and
the low price -a 278-page volume at 15
drachmas- to the book’s aforesaid qualities,
I believe you would agree with me that this
is a significant acquisition.

I cannot resist giving one or two ex-
amples from the book’s pages, so that the
reader might be able to assess its value:
“The 'matches, the screws and, generally, the
things we count, are called units, when we
look at them one by one and don’t pay at-
tention to what each one of them is. Just like
the groups we mentioned consist of things,
the integers used to count them comsist of
units; the integer O (zero) is by all means
excluded, which, on the contrary, indicates
that each unit is missing”. - “Let’s observe
the surface of a motionless quantity of wa-
ter, the top of a laboratory marble stome,
the surface of a well-planed board: all these
surfaces are flat, or, in brief, planes”. -
“Two workmen shared a tip. One of them
took a third and half of the third of the tip.
What has been left for the other workman?”
- “A wheel first rotated by a third, then,
on the same sense of rotation, it moved at
half of the rotation fraction it did at first.
How much of the rotation fraction does it
still remain for the wheel to do, in order to
complete a full rotation?” - I bless those
children who will obtain this well-written
book, for the composition of which two top
scientists have worked. In their position,
others have suffered and are still suffering
without mercy... The great psychologist Ed.
Claparede used to say (enlightened by his

research) that, since Mathe-matics is pure
logic and a great deal of students are weak,
we should assume that most people are born
spiritually disabled or retarded. Fortunately,
however, this does not occur, because the
difficulties children deal with, in their at-
tempt to comprehend Mathematics, are due
to their bad teachers and bad books.

The book “Mathematics” by N. Kritikos
is the first volume of a series of publica-
tions that will constitute the “Skilled Work-
man’s Library”. These books will be three
volumes of Mathematics, three volumes of
Electrotechnics, two volumes of Engines,
three volumes of Machining Technology,
Physics, Chemistry, Engineering Mechanics,
Mechanical Elements, Knowledge of Mate-
rials, two volumes of Technical Design and
two volumes of Machining and Electrical
Memorandum.

These books are already being written by
well-known scientists and engineers, intended
to be used in technical education (the fields
of mechanics and electricians) and published
by the Foundation which was created by Eu-
genios Eugenides’s generous donation and
is managed by his sister, Mrs Maria Simou.
There couldn’t have been a nicer and more
substantial offer for the development of tech-
nical vocational education in our country.

National gratitude is truly owed to the
benefactor Eugenides and all those people
who carry out the plan of his donation so
faithfully. The members of the Publications
Committee, under the presidency of the
NTUA Professor Mr Alexandros Pappas,
deserve special praise.

In order to create technical vocational
education of some level, we need to acquire
not only schools with mecessary facilities,
but also qualified teaching staff and suit-
able books for the students. A good start is
already happening.

FOR THE GREEK TECHNICIANS’ TRAINING

One more offer by the E. Eugenides Foundation

His entire real estate in Greece, a large part of his
property abroad and the revenue from the operation
of his ocean liners “Queen Frederica” and “Homeric”,
constitute the generous offer made by E. Eugenides,
the great Greek shipowner, who died two years ago,
to his home country and especially the Greek voca-
tional education, the significance of which, for the
country’s technical and industrial progress, he was
among the first people who realised.

This information reached publicity, when, not a long
time ago, the national benefactor’s sister, Mrs Simou,
who manages the E. Eugenides Foundation, prologued
the presentation of the first volume from a series of
books that will comprise one of the Foundation’s of-
fers to the students of state vocational and technical
institutions.

This book was one of the three volumes that will con-
stitute the book of Mathematics for the Skilled Work-
man’s Library. 17 more volumes, similarly well-print-
ed and concise, will also be published and will cover all
subjects, from Chemistry and Physics to Engineering
and Technical Design.

During the meeting held at the Centre for Produc-
tivity on the day the first book was presented, the

Minister of Trade and Industry, Mr Papaligouras,
underlined the significance of vocational education for
the country’s progress and also said that it is at least
unrealistic to speak about great technical works, when
there is no prediction regarding the people who will
man this effort and added that vocational education is
a national problem that the state has a duty to place
on a rational basis. Furthermore, he pointed out that
the gravity of the E. Eugenides Foundation purposes
will assist in this, since one of the guarantees it pos-
sesses is the detailed preliminary work and the mod-
est way in which these books are published.

The NTUA Professors Mr Pappas and Kritikos spoke
in the same lines. In fact, the latter translated the
first volume of Mathematics from the French lan-
guage, adapting it, at the same time, to the reality of
vocational education in our country.

1957 - 1975

The Skilled Workman's Library constituted of
books written for students of Lower Technical
Schools, who attended the field of mechanics or
electricians.

The purpose of this Library is clearly de-
scribed in their introduction as follows:

“In the climax of its objectives, the Founda-
tion proposed the publication of technical books,
both for theoretical and practical purposes. It
was considered essential to provide students of
technical vocational institutions with a full se-
ries of books, which will found correctly their
first contact with their courses and their craft”.

The books of the Skilled Workman’s Library
were written, like all the Foundation’s books, by
experts who had teaching and vocational expe-
rience and their content filled every standing
curriculum.

Special attention was paid to the quality of
language; the demotic language was used, just
like it was determined by the grammar com-
piled by M. Triantafyllidis. The extent of the
books was in accordance with the hours each
subject was being taught. The enrichment of the
texts using plenty of diagrams, drawn by the
Foundation’s excellent designers, as well as pho-
tographs, contributed to the comprehension of
their content.

The dimensions of the books were 14 x 21
cm, so that they could be easily used by work-
men, their binding was made of special plastic
material, to endure the special conditions in
the workshops and machine shops where the
students might be consulting the books during
work. Dark green was the colour chosen for this
series of books; that is why these books were
popular with students and teachers as the “green
books” of the Eugenides Foundation. The type-
setting and printing was carried out by Aspiotis-
ELKA printing company, where stamps and, be-
fore that, the states banknotes were printed. The
printing paper used was excellent and the books
had an elegant appearance.

The first book published by the Foundation
in 1957, was Mathematics for the Skilled Work-
man Volume A', which was presented by Mari-
anthi Simou to the Minister of Industry, Pan.
Papaligouras, during an official ceremony at the
Centre for Productivity.

The complete series of books covered equiva-
lently both the mechanics’ and the electricians’
needs. It is worth pointing out that even though
the language used in their writing was quite sim-
ple, these books were also used by graduates in
their career, as a source of useful information.

Between 1957 and 1975, 32 books had been
published for both fields of mechanics and elec-
tricians, among which there was one that in-
cluded Modern Greek texts particularly selected
for those institutions.

The books of this Library are no longer pub-
lished, ever since the Lower Technical Schools
were abolished.




The Technician's Library

1962 - 1975

The Technicians Library included 50 books,
which were written not only for students of
Mechanical and Electrical Engineer Foremen's
Schools, but also for students of Structural Works
Intermediate Schools. The writing of these books
was assigned to the Foundation by the Ministry
of Education in 1959. Their authors followed
the same rules as they did for the books of the
Skilled Workman's Library.

There were different criteria, though. Ac-
cording to them, the content of those books was
of higher level, the language used was the simple
katharevousa, as applied, and their cover had
a dark red colour. That is why these books were
called “red books”. Special attention was paid
by the authors and the Foundations designers
regarding the enrichment of the text with ap-
propriate diagrams and the correct drawing of
objects, so as the books could meet the level and
the requirements of the text.

The books of the Technician’s Library were
real manuals and tools in the foremens hands,
even after their graduation, during their career.
Apart from the fact that their content was in
complete accordance with the current curricu-
lum, the authors, who collaborated closely with
the members of the Publications Committee,
also added explanatory texts or paragraphs, for
better comprehension of the book by the stu-
dents; those addendums were set with different
types and were not included in the syllabus for
the students’ examinations.

The books of this Library are no longer pub-
lished by the Eugenides Foundation, ever since
the Mechanical and Electrical Engineer Fore-
men’s Schools and the Structural Works Inter-
mediate Schools were abolished.

The Technical Library

1969 - 1980

The books of the Technical Library were writ-
ten, in essence, for students of the Higher Techni-
cal Education. However, they could also be use-
ful to students of State Merchant Marine Schools
and, in some cases, to Intermediate Technical
School students, as their authors were taking
the curricula of these institutions into conside-
ration, while they were negotiating their content.
To enable teachers and students to structure the
content, those topics which were not considered
necessary for the level of Intermediate Techni-
cal Schools, were set in smaller types, just like
the Technician’s books. Those topics should not
be examined.

This series constituted of 11 books, which are
no longer published, ever since the Higher Tech-
nical Education schools were abolished.

The Technical Assistant
Chemist's Library

1971 - 1973

The Technical Assistant Chemist’s Library
included 3 books, which had been written for
students of intermediate level Technicians of the
Technical Assistant Chemist Foremen Schools
and the Higher Technical Schools (SELETE).

The books are no longer published, ever since
those schools were abolished.



The Technical and

Vocational Lyceum Library

1977 - today

In 1978, when the Technical and Vocational
Lyceums were established with the great edu-
cational reform, the Ministry of Education as-
signed the writing and publication of books for
students of the three grades of Lyceum to the Eu-
genides Foundation.

171 books had been written and published
until 1999, which covered the students’ needs
per sector. In 1985, after the completion of this
series of books, the Publications Committee of
the Foundation, in collaboration with the Peda-
gogical Institute and the Ministry of Education
and Religious Affairs, sent a formal letter to the
authors, to which all remarks on the content of
the books had been attached, so that they could
be included in their second edition. As a result,
80 books were republished for a second and third
time between 1985 and 1999.

Some of those books are still being used, even
after new books had been written, in the process
of which the Foundation did not participate.

The collaboration of the Eugenides Founda-
tion with the Ministry of Education and Reli-
gious Affairs was renewed, following article 36
of Law No. 4186 (Official Government Gazette
193 A) in 2013 and new textbooks are expected
to be written for students of Vocational Lyceums
(EPAL) in the near future.

1979 - 1999

In 1979, the Intermediate Technical and Vo-
cational Schools were established, where students
that did not want to register in Junior High School
were studying. The graduates of those Schools
could continue in 2nd grade of the Technical and
Vocational Lyceums, if they wanted to.

That potential of the graduates forced the
authors to structure the curriculum in such a
way, that the graduates, who would continue to
the Lyceum, could be well-prepared in several
subjects, like Physics. This was the reason why
some sections of the books at those schools had
been typed in smaller types, which meant that
these sections could also be left out from teaching
without breaking the continuity of the syllabus.

The books that constituted this Library
reached the number of 16.

The books of this Library are no longer pub-
lished by the Eugenides Foundation, ever since the
Intermediate Technical and Vocational Schools
were abolished.

1967 - today

The Eugenides Foundation took up the wri-
ting and publication of textbooks for the students
of State Merchant Marine Schools in complete
and close collaboration with the Directorate of
Maritime Education of the Ministry of Mercan-
tile Marine. This assignment to the Foundation
followed decision No. 61288/5031/9.8.1966 of
the Ministry of Mercantile Marine, after which
the Foundation’s Publications Committee was
established.

The result of this collaboration was the cre-
ation of the Seafarer’s Library, which includes
27 books published from 1967 to 1979 for the
students of State Merchant Marine Schools.

42 books were also published for the Higher
State Merchant Marine Schools from 1981 to
2001.

When the Merchant Marine Academies were
established and their curricula were amended,
the Ministry of Mercantile Marine, following
ministerial decision No. 1168 B'/14.6.1999, as-
signed the writing and publication of the essen-
tial new books to the Foundation, which is still
in progress until today. 39 books of this Series
have already been published.

13 on board training record books (OTRB)
should be added to the aforesaid ones, as well
as 16 translated maritime books, some of which
are not pure textbooks, but are considered es-
sential for seafarers.
